Nishikigoi Purchasing Etiquette

At our September show we have the good fortune of being able to select and purchase koi
from a multitude of koi dealers. To make shopping an enjoyable experience for you, other
buyers and the dealers, please note the following koi buying etiquette tips:

e Wait for your turn. If someone is looking at a koi in a bowl or tank, do not tell the dealer
that you want to buy it. His or her being there to inspect the koi first gives him or her exclusive
right to decide if he or she wants to purchase it. That is, for that moment at least. The pro-
spective buyer should not be conversed with during his/her perusing of the "tubbed" koi. Wait
your turn.

e Don't 'insult' the fish that a buyer has decided to purchase. Remember that people should buy koi based on
what they like, and not what others like. Some of us are so eager to show our koi judging skills that we sometimes end
up pointing out all the flaws in a koi that someone has already purchased. This not only disappoints the buyer but like-
wise offends the seller. And it will certainly not favorably impress the dealer. If you want to judge, join the AKCA Judg-
ing program.

e If akoiisreturned to the tank unpurchased, then it's your turn to have a look at it, and nobody else should try
to take that koi away from you while you're inspecting it.

e Don't ask the koi dealer to 'bowl!" every single koi you find interesting. Only those that you are seriously con-
sidering for actual purchase should be subjected to the stress of being inspected in a vat. Thus, try to narrow down your
selection in the tank first before asking the final contenders to be bowled for inspection.

e Don't over-inspect the koi to the point of almost dissecting it. Inspection stresses the fish and can even lead to
injury if they finally decide to escape. Of course, it is also wrong to simply buy a koi without inspecting it. Just be consid-
erate of the koi and the dealer when doing your inspection. Remember too that you're tying up the dealer while he's
letting you inspect his fish.

e Do not ask the price of the koi except one-on-one with the dealer. It is particularly impolite to loudly question
the price of a koi with a crowd standing around. It is improper to expect the dealer to blurt out the price to anyone other
than the prospective buyer. Asking the dealer the price with a crowd around puts him in a uncomfortable spot.

e Should you haggle or not? It depends. If you're well-acquainted with the dealer, then they will probably allow you
to do so.

KOHAKU : The Kohaku is the most popular variety of Nishikigoi. So much so that there is an
expression, "Koi avocation begins and ends with Kohaku." Kohaku are white koi with a red pat-
tern. The fish on our club logo is a Kohaku.

Remember a Koi /Goldfish Show is about appreciation of fish, their color and uniqueness. The pride and feelings you °) 2 -,

have for your fish are matched by every other fish keeper at the show. By following a few simple courtesies everyone
can have a fulfilling experience.

Do not touch the water in the tanks or allow children to do so. Don’t tap on the aquariums, either. LOOK — DON'T TOUCH.

Do not go into the area inside the show tanks /aquariums. This area is for the Judges and show officials. All fish can be viewed eas-
ily outside the ring of tanks or aquariums.

Do not disturb, question, or distract the Judges while they are working. They have a lot to do and the fewer distractions they
have the better for all participants. You may watch the judging silently and with respect. The Judges will describe their selections at the
awards ceremony and on Sunday morning — tankside.

Do not point out which fish are yours or identify any fish as belonging to anyone when the Judges are working. To have fair
competition anonymity of the fish keepers must be maintained.

Do not speak ill of anyone’s fish. One person’s eye for beauty is another person’s eye sore.

Do not bring food, drink or anything else over the tanks /aquariums. A lot of effort is directed towards water quality and fouling
the water in any way is unhealthy for the fish.

Keep an eye on your fish to assure they are doing well and not in trouble. If you see a problem notify a show official.

Blurring the Showa and Sanke Lines Bryan Bateman

It's getting more difficult to differentiate some of the Showa and Sanke because the breeders
have been bringing Sanke blood into the Showa lines to improve the black (sumi). It used to
be you could tell the two apart just by the appearance of the black, with Sanke having more of
a deep blue/black and Showa having more of a gray/black - not as shiny. This isn't the case
any more.

Not all Showa have black in the mouth. In general, Showa black is more of a wrapping pat-
tern, and Sanke more of a stepping-stone pattern - like comparing Bekko with Shiro
Utsuri. The pecs are the easiest to tell -

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Nishikigoi Nomenclatures to Note

KOHAKU : The Kohaku is the most popular variety of Nishikigoi. So much so that there is an expression, "Koi
appreciation begins and ends with Kohaku." They are Shiro (white) koi with a Hi (red) pattern.

TAISHO SANSHOKU (SANKE): Taisho Sanshoku, commonly called Sanke, are Shiro koi with Hi and
Sumi (black) patterns. The name Taisho refers to the reign of the Taisho Emperor, Yoshito, who was
the grandfather of the current Emperor Akihito. Sanshoku mean three colors.

SHOWA SANSHOKU (SHOWA): Where Kohaku and Taisho Sanshoku have red and/ or black
markings on the white ground, Showa Sanshoku, commonly called Showa, have Hi and Shiro pat-
terns formed on the Sumi background. The name Showa refers to the reign of the Showa Emperor,
Hirohito, who was the father of the current Emperor Akihito.

GOSANKE: The translation of this term is "honorable three houses". It is used in the Nishikigoi hobby to
collectively refer to Kohaku, Taisho Sanshoku (Sanke), and Showa Sanshoku (Showa). The term Gosanke
has historical significance in Japan. The Tokugawa Gosanke were three branches of the Tokugawa clan of
Japan. They were descended from Shogun Tokugawa leyasu through younger brothers of his heir, Tokugawa Hidetada.
leyasu established the three houses to provide successors to the Tokugawa Shogunate in case the main line should
become extinct.
